Is photography finally coming of age in Britain?
For years, photography has been the poor relation of the British
art world but June notonly saw the re-launch of the purely lens-
based art fair ‘Photo-London’ (admittedly run by the photo-
enthusiastic French) but Tate Britain opened its first ever major
exhibition of photography, ‘How we are’. Presented in an art
gallery, not in a museum, the photographs have a double impact:
yes, they document the British and their changing habitat over
almost two centuries but the images also chart the stylistic evo-
lution of photography into a fully fledged art form -- one that’s
finally been invited inside a flagship of Britain’s art establishment.
